I.
Call to Order – President James Rice. 
II.
Roll Call - A Quorum of Members being present (17 members).  Meeting began at 11:05 am.  

New Members/Guest – Corie Hilton from Conway (see report from Nominating Committee)
III.
Secretary’s Report: Secretary Commerford stated that the minutes from the November 13, 2019, December 10, 2019 and January 14, 2020 were sent to the members via listserve email and asked for a motion to accept these minutes.   Scott Bartlett made a motion to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Mark Stetson.  President Rice called for a vote; 15-0-1 in favor with Todd Haywood abstaining (new member Corie Hilton was not made a member of the Board until later in the meeting so she did not vote).

Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Scott Bartlett handed out the Treasurer’s Report and Income and Expense Statement dated February 11, 2020.  Norm Bernaiche made a motion to approve the report as presented, seconded by Mark Stetson.  President Rice called for a vote, 16-0-0 in favor (new member Corie Hilton was not made a member of the Board until later in the meeting so she did not vote).

Committee Reports:

Nominating:
Dan Langille – Dan stated that Corie Hilton from Conway has agreed to be the Carroll County Director replacing Dale Schofield.  Scott Bartlett made a motion to appoint Corie Hilton the 
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new Carroll County Director.  Seconded by Marti Noel.  President Rice called for a vote, 16-0-0 in favor.  
By Laws:  Tim Ballantine & Robert Gagne –   No Report.
Certification: Rosann Maurice-Lentz– Jim Commerford stated that the committee has not been able to meet but has discussed three items via email which are:   reinstating a CNHA (see below), changing the status of a CNHA to retired, and reviewing acceptable continuing education courses.  Bob Gagne asked if the Board would vote on reinstating the member.  Scott Bartlett asked if the committee has made a recommendation which was answered no, not officially.  Since 4 of the 6 members of the committee were present Bob asked President Rice if the meeting could pause and the members meet to put forth a recommendation.  The meeting broke at 11:10 am.  The 4 members – Norm Pelletier, Norm Bernaiche, Bob Gagne and Jim Commerford – met and the meeting reconvened at 11:13 am.   Norm Bernaiche made the motion to reinstate the CNHA status of Chris Murdough’s.  Seconded by Mark Stetson.  All in favor 17-0-0.
Communications:  Dave McMullen – Dave reported he is working on making the NHAAO site more secure.  He will come back to the Board with a cost.  Marti Noel asked if there was an updated list of listserve members and Dave said that she can email the list at the bottom of the page to get that information.  
Conference:
Kris McAllister – Kris thanked everyone for their donations for coffee, etc and stated that the Puritan Restaurant has been booked for the banquet.  
Education:   Verna Sharpe –Verna stated that the sub-committee developing the BTLA course met this morning and is making progress on the class.  She said that State Statute I, II and the Update class are tentatively scheduled for April 27-30, November 2-5 and December 9.  Intro to Power BI will be held February 26-27 taught by Dave Cornell.  IAAO 102-Income Approach will be held May 4-8, IAAO 452 Ratio Studies on June 15-17, IAAO 311 Real Property Modeling Concepts on October 19-23, IAAO 101 on November 30 to December 4 and the USPAP Update on May 27th.  Check the website for official dates, details and deadlines.  
Treasurer Bartlett asked that the committee inform instructors to please send in a W-9 so that he can process the instructor fee.  Steve Hamilton asked Verna if the instructors for the State Statutes classes will be getting together to update the courses to ensure an appropriate presentation.  
Dave McMullen asked why we offer a discount for IAAO courses to only IAAO members and not to NHAAO members.  This led to a discussion of allowing NHAAO members the discount as well.  Scott Bartlett made a motion to give NHAAO members the same discount as IAAO members.  Seconded by Dan Langille.  Further discussion.  Verna stated this would increase the cost of IAAO courses due to more attendees receiving a discount and the need to break even on courses.  Emily Goldstein suggested that the committee discuss this first and bring a recommendation to the Board including what the increase 
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would be.  Steve Hamilton, as a member of the committee, agreed with Emily.  Others stated that they were not concerned with the increase in cost.  President Rice brought the motion to a vote.  Vote was 
                   14-3-0. Motion passed to give NHAAO members the same discount as IAAO members.  This will go
Into effect immediately.  Verna said she will need to restructure the fees.
Elections:  Mark Stetson – No Report.

Ethics:    Rick Vincent – Norm Bernaiche said that there items still under review and has no updates at this time.
Finance:  Marti Noel – No Report. 

Legislative: 
Jim Michaud – Jim stated that the hearing for HB 1421 will be tomorrow the 12th.  This bill recommends the use of the weighted mean from the previous years to equalize assessments for abatement purposes.  Jim stated the bill needs some work and could possibly be sent to a study committee or to the ASB for their recommendation.  Jim spoke of SB 425 which deals with printing documents from the registry.  An amendment was introduced that would cap the free printing at 2,000 documents or the number of parcels in a municipality, whichever is less.  
Membership:
Emily Goldstein – Emily stated that the committee met this morning and will have updated language for the by-laws as to who can sit on the Board of Directors.  They will also be updating the membership application.  
Publicity: Beth Charlebois – Beth asked that any corrections to the directory be sent to her at bhamilton@londonderrynh.org by the end of February.  They are sending out requests for advertising and hopes that the directory will be available in April or May.  Bill Ingalls stated that the NHAAO needs to place an ad in the NRAAO conference booklet.  Scott Bartlett made a motion to place a $300 ad in the NRAAO Conference Booklet.  Seconded by Loren Martin.  President Jim Rice called for a vote 17-0-0 in favor.  
Bill said the committee was contacted by Vision Appraisal to advertise on our website.  Dave McMullen suggested that we look at the Maine Assessor’s website and possibly do something similar.  Bill said the committee will look into it and get back to the Board with a recommendation.
Scholarship:
 Lee Ann Provencher – LeeAnn stated that the deadline for the Steve Tellier Scholarship is April 15th and the application is available on the website.  She stated that the mailing address has changed and the application has been updated on-line.  The committee is discussing additional fundraising and will update the Board in future.

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NRAAO:  NRAAO Representative Rick Brideau – The 2020 Conference will be held in Atlantic City, New Jersey from May 17th to 20th.   Room rates are very reasonable at $89 per night.  
Norm Bernaiche stated that Scott Bartlett has resigned as the 2021 Vice President of the NRAAO.    Norm Bernaiche made a motion to replace Scott Bartlett with Rick Brideau as the 2021 Vice President of the NRAAO.  Seconded by Scott Bartlett.  President Jim Rice called for a vote 17-0-0 in favor. 
Bill Ingalls said that they will be raffling off a basket of NH goods at the upcoming conference and asked that members bring something for the basket to the next meeting.
